and creatures that regenerate parts of their bodies, even
growing a new head!

6293 Marty’s Grand Adventure. Grades 3-5. Marty’s
research takes him to the Grand Canyon, to study what fos-
sil nautiloids demonstrate about the canyon’s formation.
Back in the “Control Room,” a group of teens monitor his
work via satellite, and someone tries to sabotage the project!
Topics: why suffering and death, and the salvation offered
through Christ. Too technical for little kids, except as a
story; but a “kiddish” treatment.

Rocks, Minerals, and Fossils
Field Trip with Carl Mueller

Saturday, October 25th

Geologist Carl Mueller says that if rocks, minerals,
and fossils could talk, they would tell a marvelous story
of their origins. But they don’t talk, nor come with dates
stamped on them, so geologists interpret them for us.
Creationist geologists see evidence of a much different
history than do  their evolutionary counterparts. Carl, our
experienced geological field trip leader, will repeat last
year’s trip to the Lynwood, Glenwood and Thornton area
of Illinois with added features.

We will learn to identify a variety of rocks, minerals,
and fossils by their common and scientific names. You
will be able to take home samples from The Stone Depot
(part of Clarke’s Garden Center). Carl will discuss vari-
ous models of origins, the rock cycle as it relates to
Romans 1:20, and the possible ages of specimens. This
will demonstrate that the Biblical creation science model
best explains the data. We will also view an old prairie,
Thornton Quarry, and the Thornton Reservoir of the Deep
Tunnel Project. MCF also plans to have its book table
available with additional resources for purchase at the

lunch stop.
We will travel by car caravan from one stop to the

next. You must arrange your own transportation.
Registration will be 9:00–9:30 a.m. (Chicago time) at
Lynwood Public Works Department’s parking lot, next to
Villa de Bruno Banquet Hall, 3.6 miles south of the inter-
section of I-80 /I-94 with IL-394.

Everyone is welcome! Come alone or bring a group.
We will stay close to the vehicles at all times. It will be
held rain or shine on October 25, 2003. The trip includes
a lunch break and will conclude about 3:00 p.m. 

There is no pre-registration or fee, but there will be
an opportunity to make a donation to defray the cost of
the field trip handouts and specimens for each person
(suggested minimum is $1.00 per person).
